Bibliographic records may contain a URL that represents the resource described in the bibliographic record (856 indicators 40), the online version of the resource being described (856 indicators 41), and/or material related to the resource being described (856 indicators 42). 

Order of subfields (OCLC):

$3 Materials specified (supply only if needed)

$u Uniform Resource Identifier (required)

$z Public note (supply only if needed)

Order of subfields (Voyager): 

$3 Materials specified (supply only if needed)
$z Public note (supply only if needed) 
$u Uniform Resource Identifier (required) 
$x Nonpublic note (value “UCLA” required for local maintenance)
NOTE: The $x is required in Voyager and always follows the $u. The OCLC Loader program automatically adds the $x UCLA for records loaded overnight, so there is no need to add that field in OCLC. (The presence of $x UCLA assures the protection of 856s that are locally maintained when Voyager records are overlayed by local or Shared Cataloging (SCP) loads.)
