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Describe issues that are specific to music materials in DC

There are many issues that aren’t unique to music materials but nevertheless aren’t universal for all types of materials. 
· Creator roles missing in DC
· DC doesn’t have a way to distinguish performance contributions to composition contributions

· Multiple “titles” for items
· Work vs. expression/manifestation

· Many versions but <dc:relation> semantics not prescribed

Identify vocabularies where appropriate

· Any standard vocabulary can be used where appropriate. No simple Dublin Core element requires any specific vocabulary.

· Recommended best practice for the simple Dublin Core elements <dc:subject>, <dc:type>, <dc:format>, and <dc:coverage> is the use of a controlled vocabulary or formal classification scheme. 
· Recommended best practice for the simple Dublin Core elements <dc:identifier> and <dc:relation> is the use of a string or number conforming to a formal identification system, but no specific system is recommended.
· Best practice for the <dc:language> element is to use RFC 3066 in conjunction with ISO639.
· The Dublin Core metadata initiative has developed a small vocabulary called DCMI Type <http://www.dublincore.org/documents/dcmi-type-vocabulary/> for use within the <dc:type> element. Use of this vocabulary should be encouraged.
Recommendations re: content

· Sheet Music Harvester DC documentation good place to start, but I’d like to revisit some of it

· DLF OAI Best Practices document (OAI requires simple DC) draft available in April will be useful
· Most of stuff we’d describe has multiple versions, so practical problems with 1:1 principle (analog vs. digitized item, etc.)

· Can (and probably should?) follow AACR2 and other standard library descriptive principles within DC

General issues relating to music materials that seem to present themselves
· For sheet music, covers often important as artwork, in addition to the musical material inside
